PRAYER DUO: HOW DOES IT WORK? 

• Choose one Christian friend or relative. 

• Agree on a time to meet regularly to pray together (it 

doesn’t need to be for a long time-even 10 minutes is 

fine-but it should be on a regular basis) 

• Each of you share the names of those on your Operation 

3000 List. 

• You should pray together silently or aloud for each 

person, that they would come to know Jesus Christ 

personally. Pray for each other. Pray that you would be 

faithful to build friendships and that God would make 

you courageous in your witnessing. 

• Pray also for your own personal needs, your family and 

total openness to the Holy Spirit. 

• Pray for our Pastor/Bishop and Church. 

• Pray also for the outreach opportunities of the upcoming 

Pentecost services.

prayers.
